We need everyone to be responsible
for helping clean up the tables, trays and putting away the chairs and tables after
Pascha meal. PLEASE PUT YOUR CHAIRS AWAY WHEN YOU LEAVE. If
the food you bring will be safe to save and serve Thomas Sunday, please package
it and put lit in the refrigerator. If this is not the case, take home any leftovers.
